Heather Chettiar (previous Chair of Corona North and still a
very active member) started the talk by giving us a brief
history of Corona Worldwide, how it was formed in 1900 as
Corona Club and evolved over time to the multi-cultural,
multi-country society that it is today.

Raymonde Rassou (long standing Chair of Corona Central)
then took over to tell us about Evangeline’s life and in
particular her association with Corona Mauritius. The first
Corona branch in Mauritius was founded by Beatrice
Flashman, Headmistress of Queen Elisabeth College who
arrived in 1952. The aims were to provide activities for
members, assist newcomers to Mauritius in settling down,
promoting an understanding of the cultures and people of
Mauritius and supporting local charities.

In 1955, when Evangeline was working as an Education
Officer at Queen Elisabeth College, she was invited to join
Corona. It was the beginning of a long, loyal and
distinguished association with Corona that lasted until her
death. As the Chair of the first Corona club in Mauritius she
actively encouraged and supported the formation of new
clubs and thus Corona North and Corona Plateau were
formed. As a special thank you, a bouquet was
presented to Raymonde Rassou.
